
ORDINANCE NO. BL2020-_457_ 

 

An Ordinance to amend Section 13.08.080 of the Metropolitan Code to restrict 
the Metropolitan Government from entering into agreements or contracts to 
acquire surveillance footage or data captured by technology owned by a person 
or business without the direct consent of that person or business, and to clarify 
that the existing prohibition on the operation of license plate scanning 
equipment pertains to the scanning of license plates within the public rights-
of-way.  

BE IT ENACTED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE METROPOLITAN GOVERNMENT OF NASHVILLE AND DAVIDSON 
COUNTY: 

Section 1. That Section 13.08.080 of the Metropolitan Code is hereby amended by adding the following 
provision at the end of subsection C: 

“or, (6) Acquiring or entering into an agreement to acquire surveillance footage or data captured by 
technology owned by a person or business without the direct consent of that person or business absent a 
judicial warrant or order to the contrary. 

Section 2. That Section 13.08.080 of the Metropolitan Code is hereby amended by deleting the phrase, “It 
is unlawful to operate any license plate scanner installed onto or within the public right-of-way,” wherein it 
appears in subsection G., and substituting in lieu thereof the phrase, “It is unlawful to operate any license 
plate scanner, regardless of the physical location of the scanning equipment, for the purpose of scanning 
license plates within the public rights-of-way,”.  

Section 3. This ordinance shall take effect from and after its passage, the welfare of the Metropolitan 
Government of Nashville and Davidson County requiring it.
