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Message From the Mayor

Mayor John Cooper personally addressed the Metropolitan Council with the following statement:
Thank you, Vice Mayor Shulman.

Council Members, great to see you all, as always. Over the past couple of years, we have worked
together to get our city’s finances in order. We've made the right — sometimes difficult — decisions that
have stabilized Metro’s fiscal standing to prepare us for the future. Now, we’re starting to reap the
benefits of those decisions.

As you might have seen, last week we launched a new online tool - the Neighborhoods Improvement
Tracker — that allows the public to see the status of all of Metro’s projects in real time. And it’s a lot of
projects. Across Nashville, Metro is investing $3.3 billion in over 800 active neighborhood
improvements. Your constituents can go online and see the work going on in their neighborhood.
From schools and community centers to upgrading neighborhood infrastructure like sidewalks,
bridges, speed bumps, bike lanes and more, this tracker allows Nashvillians to see what’s happening,
what it costs, and when it's going to be finished. You can all view it right now — the announcement is
on the homepage of Nashville.gov.

It's an added layer of transparency, and accountability. But it's also a management tool. Residents —
and yes, COUNCIL MEMBERS, can track the progress of projects to ensure they are delivered on
time and on budget. It will allow you to provide detailed and precise answers for when folks in your
districts have questions about specific projects. We're already seeing a great response — over 4,000
views since it launched last week.

And while we're talking numbers — and accountability — | want to take the opportunity to celebrate
another online tool everyone in this room uses in some fashion almost everyday — and that's
hubNashville. Launched in October 2017, hubNashville has revolutionized constituent services and
allowed us to serve more people faster than ever before. Earlier this summer, we surpassed one
million requests on hubNashville. When it was first launched, the average response time for a
hubNashville request was around 12 days. Now, it's approximately 48 hours. And we’re working hard
to make it even faster. We're filling potholes in 3 days on average. The goal is to get that down to 48
hours or less. Every two weeks, we’re picking up over 13 tons of litter across over 500 miles. | want to
take the time to thank Erin Williams in my office and all of our Metro departments who work quickly to
be responsive to constituents from all over the city. | know you are proud to see Metro deliver for our
residents with this kind of speed and effectiveness.

You all have a long agenda tonight, good luck — but wanted to take the time to highlight this important
new development that | believe will benefit all of us.

Pursuant to regulations of the Tennessee Comptroller's Office, the attached Reports on Debt

Obligation must be submitted to the Metropolitan Council and presented at a meeting of that body
before filed with the Comptroller of the State.
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As previously approved by the Metropolitan Council through Resolution No. RS2022-1556, the capital
improvements bond issuance occurred on August 4, 2022. The General Obligation Improvement
Bonds Series 2022A and General Obligation Improvement Bonds Series 2022B, are commitments of
$328,545,000 and $282,565,000, respectively. The proceeds of the Series 2022A bonds were used to
retire outstanding commercial paper notes and related cost of issuance. The proceeds of the Series
2022B bonds will be used to pay for general government public works projects and issuance costs.
