Message From the Mayor

Dear Vice-Mayor Henderson and Members of Council, 

Pursuant to regulations of the Tennessee Comptroller’s Office, the attached Reports on Debt 
Obligation must be submitted to the Metropolitan Council and presented at a meeting.

As previously approved by the Metropolitan Council through Resolution No. RS2023-126, the Nashville 
Electric System revenue bond issuance occurred on February 16, 2024.  The Electric System 
Revenue Bonds, 2024 Series A and Electric System Revenue Refunding Bonds, 2024 Series B, are 
commitments of $244,300,000 and $122,410,000, respectively. The proceeds of the Series 2024A 
bonds will be used for the costs of acquisition, expansion and improvement of the Metropolitan 
Government’s electric transmission and distribution system and related cost of issuance. The 
proceeds of the Series 2024B bonds were used for refunding electric distribution bonds and issuance 
costs.
