Dear Vice-Mayor Shulman and Members of Council, 

Please find attached the State of Tennessee reporting forms to be submitted to the local legislative 
body following the 2020 FEMA Tax Anticipation Notes. The report is for an interfund FEMA loan for a 
total of $7,000,000, authorized by the Metropolitan Council in 2020. The original authorization was for 
$17,000,000 and the actual amount borrowed was $7,000,000. 

Interest cost for the loan was variable at the Metro Interest Pool rate averaging 0.17% for Fiscal Year 
2021. This loan was used to fund debt service.

As always, we appreciate the Metropolitan Council’s support on these important financing initiatives.
