Federal Historic Preservation Fund (HPF) grants are matching grants and will reimburse up to 60% of the costs of
approved costs for projects with a public benefit. The remaining 40% must be provided by the grantee as matching
funds. Grant applications for the next round should be open January 19, 2026 and run through February 28, 2026,
based on federal budget approvals. Grant awards typically average between $15,000-$65,000 to ensure as many
projects as possible throughout the state are funded.

The selection process will emphasize projects that provide the most public benefit such as architectural and
archaeological surveys, design guidelines for historic districts, and restoration of historic buildings that are listed in the
National Register and have a public use.

Frequently Asked Questions

Whatis the HPF Grant?

The Tennessee Historical Commission opens applications for the Historic Preservation Fund grant program
annually based on the availability of federal funding. Each year funds are provided to each state and territory
from oil and gas lease revenues (not tax dollars) to assist with the implementation of the National Historic
Preservation Act of 1966. In Tennessee, the funds are focused on survey and planning projects and to help
restore historic properties that have a demonstrated public benefit. Ten percent of the funds we receive
must be provided to one of the fifty Certified Local Government
(/content/tn/historicalcommission/federal-programs/clg.html) programs: communities that have
demonstrated a vested interest in historic preservation through local zoning.

What types of projects are eligible?

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Survey and planning projects-National Register of Historic Places nominations, local architectural surveys of
counties, cities, or neighborhoods, local historic preservation design guidelines and more Restoration
projects. To qualify for funding a property must be listed on the National Register of Historic Places. The
grants are to be used for Historic Restoration / Rehabilitation Projects. Properties will score highest in the
grant ranking process that have a demonstrated public benefit. Examples of a public benefit include but are
limited to historic National Register-listed properties that are museums, courthouses, and libraries. The
scoring process is based on goals established in our Historic Preservation Plan
(/content/tn/historicalcommission/about-us/preservation-plan.html).

When are applications open?

Grant applications will be open January 19, 2026 - February 28, 2026.

Can grants be used by an applicant to purchase a historic property?

No. The grants may be used only for historic survey, planning or documentation, and restoration projects.
Funds are not available for building acquisition.

I just bought a historic house. Can I use this grant?

This grant program prioritizes properties with a public use. Privately owned residential homes have not been
funded in the history of the program. If your house will ultimately have a commercial use, more information
about the historic tax credit program is here (/content/tn/historicalcommission/federal-programs/tax-
credit.html).

Does the grant require matching funds?

The grants require a 40% match.

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Following the close of the application process a THC grant review team will review and score the applications
and submit the top scoring projects with our funding application to the National Park Service. Following their
approval, we will expect to make final award announcements in the second half of 2025.

About the Grant

The Tennessee Historical Commission (THC), the State Historic Preservation Office, is accepting grant
applications for historic preservation projects. Federal grant funds are made available to the states under the
provisions of the National Historic Preservation Act (NHPA). This legislation gives authority to the Secretary of
the Interior “to expand and maintain a national register of districts, sites, buildings, structures, and objects
significant in American history, architecture, archaeology, and culture” and to grant funds to assist the states in
conducting historic preservation matters. The Tennessee Historical Commission is responsible for
administering these programs in Tennessee. At the federal level the program is administered by the National
Park Service.

Grants are competitive and can be used for for two categories:

e Planning and Survey projects
e Restoration Projects for National Register listed resources
Priorities for grants will be based on the goals and objectives of the State Historic Preservation Office's
plan. It includes areas experiencing rapid growth and development, other threats to cultural resources,
areas where there are gaps in knowledge regarding cultural resources, and communities that participate
in the Certified Local Government program. The Selection Process emphasizes eligible projects such as:
e Architectural And Archaeological Surveys
e Survey is one of the most important activities mandated by the NHPA. The survey is
fundamental to most other preservation efforts and because maintaining a database of the
state is such a large and never-ending task, survey projects are considered a priority.
e Projects should identify and record historic districts, sites, buildings, structures, and objects
that represent Tennessee’s history and architecture that are at least 50 years old.
e Surveys may be for a specific geographic area or for sites associated with themes or events
significant in the state’s history, such as
¢ Community Wide Places Associated with Civil Rights,
e Development Of 19th Century Railroads in The 19th Century, or
e Mid-Century Residential Development.
e National Register of Historic Places Nominations,
e The NRHP is the official list of the nation’s cultural resources that are worthy of
preservation.
e Nominations can be for significant individual properties, historic districts, or multiple
property submissions.
e The multiple property nominations are usually related to a common theme or are for
eligible properties in a specific geographic area such as a town or county. These types
of nominations are often preceded by a survey project.

Predevelopment work necessary to undertake restoration is an acceptable grant.
Restoration of historic buildings must follow the Secretary of the Interior’s Standards

The work done must be reviewed and approved by staff of the Tennessee Historical
Commission

Owners of properties that receive Restoration grants are required to execute a
preservation agreement or covenant to maintain and preserve the property and to
allow a measure of public access for a specified period of years.

Though all properties listed in the National Register are eligible to apply for grants,
privately owned residences or commercial buildings will usually not be competitive
with projects sponsored by public interest groups, non-profits, or local governments.

Eligible Applicants

Any government, private organization, educational institution, or individual that is interested in the benefits of

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historic preservation may apply for funds. Priority is given to properties that have a public use and public
support.

Owners or administrators of properties listed in the National Register of Historic Places (NRHP) may apply for
funds to restore or to plan for the restoration of those properties. If an applicant for a restoration grant is not the
owner of the property, the owner must provide written consent to the applicant and must agree to execute the
required preservation covenants on the property.

Portion Paid by Federal Funds

The federal grant will reimburse the grantee up to 60% of the total project cost after the proposed project has
been properly reviewed and approved by the THC. These are maximum figures, and the actual grant may be for
less than this amount or may be for only a portion of the work included in the application. Work that has already
been completed or is underway is not eligible for grant assistance nor may the cost associated with it be used
as match.

Administration of Funds

Grant recipients will sign a contract between themselves and the state of Tennessee which will spell out the
terms and conditions of the grant. No work can be done prior to the effective start date of this contract. All state
and federal regulations must be followed. Grants are administered on a reimbursement basis. In other words,
the recipient must document an approved expenditure of $100 in order to receive a reimbursement of $60.
There are stringent requirements for documentation of expenditures and other reporting requirements. Projects
may be audited by federal or state auditors.

Matching Sources

Federal funds available under the Community Development Act Of 1974 constitute an allowable source of
matching funds. No other federal funds or donated services from any federal source may be used as match.

Assurance of Requested Funds

Tennessee can provide funds for only some of the projects requesting them. Some projects are fully funded,
some partially, some not at all. Funding depends upon the amount of money made available to the state, the
number and quality of requests, and how well the project ranks when judged on the selection criteria discussed
on the next tab.

Awarding of Funds

Funds cannot be awarded until congress completes work on the budget. This sometimes does not occur until
many months into the federal fiscal year (oct-sept). Our target schedule is to award grants by August of each
year. Once decisions are made applicants will be informed as to whether or not their project is funded. No work
may be done prior to the effective start date of the contract which must be executed between the state and the
grantee. Because state contracting procedures are time-consuming there may be a delay of months between

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the grant award and the date on which work can begin.

Selection Criteria

Selection Criteria

The priorities and criteria for funding have been established by the THC to reflect goals and objectives for
historic preservation in the state. These goals and objectives are developed each year with advice solicited from
the public prior to the beginning of the grant cycle. They are also based on a comprehensive plan for historic
preservation which has been developed by the THC to guide its efforts and programs. Specific rating criteria
designed to measure how well a project meets these factors have been developed. Projects are rated generally
on the following factors:

Survey Projects:

a. How important is the project for completing or updating the statewide survey?

b. Will the project fill a critical gap in information about historic properties either geographically or thematically?
c. Is the project well-planned and realistic, and can the sponsor be depended on to complete the project in a
timely and efficient manner and maintain quality standards?

d. Will the project digitize files that can be added to the THC web?

Planning Projects:

a. Is the project for the preparation of multiple National Register nominations, especially if done as a result of a
survey?

b. Is the project for a local preservation plan or design guidelines for historic districts?

c. Does the project educate the public about historic preservation?

Restoration Projects:

a. What is the level of significance of the National Register-listed property?

b. What is the level of need for grant funding, for example, is the property endangered and is the grant critical for
addressing and alleviating the danger?

c. Will the project be used to restore and important (character defining) feature of the property?

d. Can the project be expected to have a positive impact on public perceptions and opinions regarding the value
and importance of historic preservation?

e. How much planning has been done for the project? Have plans and specifications been prepared? If so, do
they meet The Secretary of the Interior's Standards for the Treatment of Historic Properties?

f. Is this a second or later phase of a restoration grant awarded by the THC?

All Projects:

a. Does the applicant appear able to meet all administrative and technical requirements and carry the project to
successful completion?

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b. What is the degree of public interest, support, and benefit of the project? Letters of support and endorsement
from community leaders and the public may be included in addition to evidence of media interest.

c. Is the project submitted by a Certified Local Government (CLG)? At least 10% of our federal funds must go to
CLGs. See Certified Local Governments.

d. Pure research projects are NOT allowed, whether the proposal is for a building or an archaeological project.

How Applications are Reviewed and Rated

Applications will be rated by the staff of the THC based on the above considerations. Each type of project is
rated and ranked in competition with other projects of the same type. Final decisions are made by the State
Historic Preservation Officer, who is the Executive Director of the Tennessee Historical Commission.

The Metropolitan Historical Commission requests Historic Preservation Fund support for architectural
survey in Davidson County. We have identified three priority subareas: Subarea 8 (North Nashville), Subarea
11 (South Nashville), and Subarea 12 (Southeast Nashville). Established in 1966, the MHC has documented
Nashville's historic built environment for nearly 60 years. Our archive of survey data and photographs is
relied upon daily by staff, city departments, researchers, developers, property owners and community
members. The proposed project would be the first phase of an a multi-year, grant-funded effort to fully
survey Davidson County and update existing survey records. Primary deliverables include a structured
survey spreadsheet with detailed notes on architectural characteristics and eligibility (Worthy of
Conservation or National Register of Historic Places) and photos of each surveyed property. Survey data
will be used to update Metro's GIS historical layers (both public and internal) and state survey records, and
will inform Metro Nashville's forthcoming countywide Historic Preservation Plan being developed by the
Planning Department and Historic Zoning Commission.

The Metropolitan Historical Commission (MHC) has conducted architectural surveys of Nashville's historic
properties for nearly sixty years. These surveys form the backbone of the MHC's research library — a
collection of thousands of historic photographs, drawings, and field records consulted regularly by MHC
staff, city planners, developers, architects, community historians, and the general public. Maintaining
current survey data is essential to our mission. In a rapidly growing city, outdated or incomplete records
leave historic resources vulnerable. Properties cannot be evaluated, nominated to the National Register of
Historic Places, or protected if they have not been documented. Critically, many preservation-based
financial incentive programs also require at least survey-level documentation to determine eligibility for
assistance, including preservation grants, historic tax credits, historic tax abatement, and conservation
easements. This project would initiate a coordinated, multi-year effort to achieve more complete coverage
and updated survey records in three of Davidson County’s subareas most immediately threatened by
development pressures, directly advancing Goal 3, Objective 1, Strategy 2: Increase surveys and map the
state's historic resources as outlined in Tennessee’s Historic Preservation Plan, 2019-2029. Historic
preservation, including the collection of foundational survey records, also furthers several objectives
detailed in NashvilleNext, a plan which guides the city’s growth through 2040, including fostering strong
neighborhoods, championing the environment, and “being” Nashville. The completion of comprehensive,
updated survey records will help the MHC and other stakeholders better advocate and plan for the historical
and cultural resources that are a living record of Nashville’s history.
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The proposed survey would prioritize three community subareas forming a geographic cross-section of the
city from northwest to southeast: Subarea 8 (North Nashville), Subarea 11 (South Nashville), and Subarea
12 (Southeast Nashville). This corridor spans a broad range of developmental contexts: from dense,
historically significant neighborhoods close to downtown, to post-war suburban subdivisions, to rural
landscapes on the county's southeastern edge. Subarea 8 includes neighborhoods such as Buena Vista,
Cumberland Gardens, and Hadley Park, areas with deep roots in Nashville's African American history and
among the city's most active zones of gentrification and displacement. Subarea 11 encompasses Chestnut
Hill, Wedgewood-Houston, and Glencliff, neighborhoods experiencing rapid infill and redevelopment.
Subarea 12 includes Cane Ridge, Crieve Hall, Tusculum, and Paragon Mills, representing the county's more
suburban and rural community character. Together, these subareas reflect a wide mix of racial and
socioeconomic communities and histories, and each has seen significant demolition, construction, and
alteration in recent years. Grant funds will be directed towards neighborhoods outside existing local historic
zoning overlays (which are already regularly monitored/documented), targeting the unprotected and rapidly
changing parts of the city where survey data is most urgently needed. Subareas 8 and 9 were last
comprehensively surveyed in 2007 and 2009, respectively, and staff completed a partial windshield survey
of subarea 12 in 2023. The passage of time since those surveys, combined with Nashville's extraordinary
pace of development, means that properties previously documented may have been significantly altered or
demolished, and many other properties may have now crossed the threshold for National Register or Worthy
of Conservation eligibility. Any remaining funds will be used to complete survey in an additional subarea(s).

The primary deliverable is a structured survey spreadsheet documenting key architectural and historical
characteristics and photos depicting at least two views for each surveyed property. Unlike static survey
forms, this spreadsheet will function as a living document that can be easily and regularly updated by MHC
as conditions change and can be synchronized with Metro Nashville's GIS and Parcel Viewer data portals,
making the data accessible to other Metro departments and the general public. Should the Tennessee
Historical Commission (THC) require it, MHC will coordinate with the selected consultant to complete
Survey123 forms; however, such forms are generally more time intensive, thereby reducing the amount of
properties that can be surveyed with the use of grant funding, so MHC's preference is to conduct survey
using the spreadsheet approach. This strategy ensures the broadest possible geographic coverage and
maximum community assistance with grant funds while producing records that meet THC survey
standards.

This project is positioned at a critical intersection of MHC's preservation mission and Metro Nashville's
broader planning agenda. The Metro Planning Department, which now includes the Historic Zoning
Commission, is actively developing a new preservation plan for Nashville, and the MHC anticipates that
updated surveys will provide critical and necessary input to that process. By completing this work
proactively, the MHC ensures that surveys are conducted to standards appropriate for both MHC and the
Planning Department, and that the city's most vulnerable historic resources are identified before they are
compromised.

Community support for this initiative is strong. The MHC has engaged local preservation friends groups
throughout the application planning process, including the Nashville Historical Foundation, Historic
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Nashville, Inc., and the Preservation Society of Nashville. These organizations have expressed enthusiastic
support for this work and committed supplemental funds, which will be utilized outside of the grant budget
to extend consultant-led survey work beyond what the grant will cover.

Professional Services:

Survey work will be competitively bid per Metro’s standard procurement process, and MHC will engage a
cultural resource firm with demonstrated experience in historic architectural survey projects. The selected
offeror will meet the Secretary of Interior's Professional Qualifications Standards set forth in 36 CFR, Part
61. MHC staff will provide all programmatic and administrative project oversight, including review of all
survey documentation for completeness and accuracy, coordination of updates to the Metro GIS historical
layers and Parcel Viewer, coordination of community engagement and outreach, project promotion,
reporting, budget management, and coordination with THC to incorporate completed data into state survey
records.

Two local CRM firms estimate the survey costs in the range of $150-400 per resource. One estimate noted
that completion of S123 forms would cost approximately 16% more per resource than the spreadsheet
documentation method. For this reason, MHC plans to explore the use of a fixed price contract method
during procurement. Due to the significant match requirement, MHC also requests either an 18 or 24-month
contract.

As a Metropolitan Government agency established by ordinance and sustained through the Metro Nashville
operating budget, the Metropolitan Historical Commission has the institutional stability, financial capacity,
and long-term mandate and expertise to maintain the records produced by this project in perpetuity. Survey
data will be integrated into the MHC's existing research library, property files, and subarea survey records.

The survey spreadsheet's living document format ensures that records remain current and useful well
beyond the grant period. It will be synchronized with Metro Nashville's GIS and Parcel Viewer data portals,
ensuring accessibility to all Metro departments, preservation partners, researchers, property owners, and
the general public. Survey data will also be contributed to the Tennessee Historical Commission's statewide
survey dataset, providing an additional point of preservation and public access at the state level.

Maintenance of survey records is embedded in MHC's day-to-day operations, and each subsequent phase of
the multi-year Davidson County survey initiative will build upon and reinforce the data collected during this
initial survey phase. Local preservation friends groups have already pledged supplemental financial support,
demonstrating community investment and value for this work that extends well beyond the MHC.

Lauren,
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MHC is planning to apply for the current round of THC preservation grants. It’s a little last
minute, but we’re working to pull everything together for submission next Friday (2/27). |
wanted to reach out and obtain a high-level estimate of costs from you for the survey work.

As you probably know, survey records in Nashville and Davidson County have been updated
very sporadically over the years. While we would like to conduct a comprehensive countywide
survey update, that won’t be feasible with the limited grant funds. We also don’t want to spend
funds surveying areas that our staff may have surveyed in recent years.

For this reason, I’m looking to obtain a cost to survey per property. Our application would
propose the completion of survey spreadsheets (which will contain the info found on the
Survey123 forms/see attached example) with survey photos (minimum 2 views each building).
While S123 forms would be ideal, we recognize these can eat up funds more quickly than
survey spreadsheets and MHC wouldn’t have access to the forms or raw data (i.e., for
mapping) once submitted.

We are considering the inclusion of a brief survey report as part of the SOW. The report cost
would be limited to a dollar amount based upon the total grant award but would likely be
something like a 20-page (maximum length) survey report. THC has asked that our proposal
include NRHP determinations, which | think could be as simple as a notation in the
spreadsheet. While we wouldn’t need detailed assessments (i.e., no intensive historical
research is anticipated for the DOEs), some detail or assessments for key individual properties
or eligible districts could be incorporated into the survey report.

Would you please send me NSA’s cost to survey per property for each of the following
scenarios?

1. Surveytoinclude at least 2 photos per building, notes for the spreadsheet
(including NR eligibility note)
2. Surveytoinclude completion of S123 forms and following the state survey manual

If possible, | would appreciate getting those costs back from you by COB on Tuesday,
February 24" 50 we can use those to complete the budget section of our application. Please
feel free to call me if you have any questions.

Caroline,

| created a cost spreadsheet with 6 tabs for 100 resources: 3 tabs for spreadsheets for urban, suburban,
and rural, and 3 tabs for S123 forms for urban, suburban, and rural. | then plugged in the hours per staff
person at our lowest OH rate to complete the work (planning, fieldwork, photos, survey report, and
spreadsheet or survey forms).

I did not include any direct expenses since we would use our company vehicle, and we would not need to
buy anything (e.g., mileage, per diem, hotel, historic aerials, printing, mailing, photo prints, etc.).

Using this methodology, the median cost per resource for spreadsheets would be vary from $100-$140 or
an average of $120 and the median cost for S123 survey forms would vary from $125-160 or an average
of $140. This is based on 100 resources. There are some efficiencies with a larger number of resources,
but the larger the number of resources, the more time it takes to do the fieldwork, process the photos,
look up property records, etc. The only real cost savings is writing a summary report since it would be 20
pages roughly regardless of the number of surveyed resources. On the other hand, a lower number of
resources would not be a big cost savings since we still have to do the same baseline work, just a little
less fieldwork and time needed to process photos, etc.

| am going to round up some to a minimum cost of $125 or $150 to be safe.

This is as low as we can go. | typically estimate a minimum of $250 per resource when we do Section 106
projects, but those require a heavier lift for NRHP evaluations and property histories. Most of the time |
estimate at least $500 per resource for a full Section 106 evaluation and up to $750-1,000 or more for a
large resource like a farm or school/church campus with multiple buildings and structures.

Robbie,

MHC is planning to apply for the current round of THC preservation grants. It’s a little last minute, but we’re
working to pull everything together for submission next Friday (2/27). | wanted to reach out and obtain a high-level
estimate of costs from you for the survey work.

As you probably know, survey records in Nashville and Davidson County have been updated very sporadically over
the years. While we would like to conduct a comprehensive countywide survey update, that won’t be feasible with
the limited grant funds. We also don’t want to spend funds surveying areas that our staff may have surveyed in
recent years.

For this reason, I’m looking to obtain a cost to survey per property. Our application would propose the completion
of survey spreadsheets (which will contain the info found on the Survey123 forms/see attached example) with
survey photos (minimum 2 views each building). While S123 forms would be ideal, we recognize these can eat up
funds more quickly than survey spreadsheets and MHC wouldn’t have access to the forms or raw data (i.e., for
mapping) once submitted.

We are considering the inclusion of a brief survey report as part of the SOW. The report cost would be limited to a
dollar amount based upon the total grant award but would likely be something like a 20-page (maximum length)
survey report. THC has asked that our proposal include NRHP determinations, which | think could be as simple as
a notation in the spreadsheet. While we wouldn’t need detailed assessments (i.e., no intensive historical research
is anticipated for the DOEs), some detail or assessments for key individual properties or eligible districts could be
incorporated into the survey report.

Would you please send me RGA’s cost to survey per property for each of the following scenarios?

1. Surveytoinclude at least 2 photos per building, notes for the spreadsheet (including NR eligibility note)
2. Survey to include completion of S123 forms and following the state survey manual

If possible, | would appreciate getting those costs back from you by COB on Tuesday, February 24" so we can use
those to complete the budget section of our application. Please feel free to call me if you have any questions.
